Rules for…
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STAYING ALIVE ON THE GROUND

When your are on the ground …

1. Keep your eyes and head moving. Be aware!

2. Make sure the operator knows where you are. Make eye contact!

3. Never approach a rig unless all cutting edges are grounded, the transmission is in neutral and the parking brake is set.

4. Don’t place yourself in a rig’s Death Zone. (Blind areas)

5. Don’t place yourself between the rig and an immovable object. “Rock and a Hard Spot.

6. Never step behind a moving rig.

7. Keep track of equipment. Know what work and traffic patterns are.

8. Pay attention to back-up alarms. Find out where than noise is coming from. Always have an escape route.

9. Never turn your back to working equipment.

10. Never park behind a rig.

When you are the operator …

1. Walk around the rig before mounting up.

2. Make sure back-up alarm is working.

3. Clean windshield and mirrors.

4. Always operate rig as if you do not have a backup alarm or mirrors.

5. Always look back BEFORE shifting into reverse.

6. Be aware of the rig’s blind areas.

7. Keep track of ground personnel. If you can’t find someone, stop until you do.

8. Keep your eyes and head moving. Don’t become “cutting edge hyptomized”.

9. Lower all cutting edges to ground, place transmission in neutral and set parking brake before talking to ground personnel.

10. Always keep ground personnel away from swing radius and pinch points.
